Invitations to attend the BEC Virtual Annual Delegates’ Meeting will be sent to the email addresses listed in the Power of Attorney. Invitations should be received no later than 24 April. If you have not received the invitation after this date, please contact the General Secretary via e-mail. Due to this procedure please make sure that the email address(es) is/are written correctly and that the nominated Delegate(s) is/are informed about which email(s) has/have been submitted. 

A Delegate must: 

· Belong to the Member that they are nominated to represent; and 

· Be appointed by the appropriate body of that Member; and

· Hold the citizenship (passport) of the Member that they represent. If a Delegate originates from a Member Association that does not have a unique citizenship (passport), pertaining only to such a Member Association (e.g. Scotland, Wales, England, Greenland, Faroe Islands, Gibraltar), the citizenship (passport) criteria for such a Member Association shall be fulfilled if the Delegate holds any common citizenship (passport), recognized within the territory of such a Member, and is domiciled in such a Member; or 

· If the Delegate does not or becomes unable to fulfil the citizenship (passport) criteria, the Delegate must either be a member of the Board or Constitutional Committee of the Member, or be an employee of that Member and must have held that position for no less than 12 months.

· The General Secretary of the Confederation and any Delegate may challenge whether a particular Delegate meets the conditions set out above. If challenged, the Delegate must provide proof that the relevant conditions are met. The President and General Secretary shall have the absolute discretion to determine whether the proof presented is sufficient.
