Regulation 2.3 of the BEC U17 Circuit Regulations:

In accordance with regulation § 9.2 and § 9.3 in BWF Statutes, Section 5.3.3.2: World Junior Ranking
System, an event must contain at least 8 (eight) competitors in the first published version of the main
draw. If the required number of competitors is not met in the first published version of the main draw,
this particular event shall not count towards any ranking. In accordance with regulation § 9.4 in BWF
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Statutes, Section 5.3.3.2: World Junior Ranking System, an event must contain at least 1 (one) entry
from a Member other than the hosting Member in the first published version of the main draw.

If an event does not contain at least 1 (one) entry from a Member other than the hosting Member in
the first published version of the main draw, this particular event shall not count towards any ranking.
Badminton Europe is not liable for any costs incurred by third persons (players, coaches, umpires, team
managers etc.) because of an event not having enough competitors to count for the rankings.

All matches will be played on 5 approved Badminton Court Mats according to a fixed schedule. The
knock-out system will be used. Rejections and the schedule for the tournament will be published
successively.

All players should be ready to play 30 minutes before their scheduled match.

Changes in the draw.and schedule are possible. They will be posted as early as possible and affected
players will also be'informed in time.

Entry Fees

Players are not allowed to wear hats or caps during the presentation ceremonies. Rackets may not be
carried during presentations. Tracksuits, or clothing as worn during play, will be allowed. No other
form of advertising will be permitted. This regulation will be strictly enforced by our stewards prior to
each ceremony.
