Foreign and national team entries submitted will be given priority and
acceptance of participation will be provided from the Cyprus Badminton
Federation within two working days from submission of entry.

SEEDING Seeding shall be done by the Cyprus Badminton Federation

DRAW Tuesday November 26, 2024. The draw will be done by the Cyprus Badminton
Federation.

PRIZES Trophies will be awarded to the winners.

ENTRY FEES Singles: €35 per player

Doubles: €25 per player, per event.

The Member Association that enters a player into a tournament is responsible
for paying the entry fees for that player. The entry fees become due if a player is
entered and has not been withdrawn when the entry deadline has passed.

It is recommended that the entry fees are paid by bank transfer, but the
organizers can accept cash payment at the tournament before a player’s first
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scheduled match. The entry fees will not be refunded in the case of a
withdrawal.

Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete
takes any medication, they should check with their doctor, and if necessary, get
a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE).

Badminton Integrity

Section 2.4 of the BWF Statutes (Code of Conduct in Relation to Betting,
Wagering and Irregular Match Results) relates to anti-corruption and anti-match
manipulation, and this code applies to all participants at this tournament.

To protect the integrity of BWF sanctioned tournaments, participants are not
allowed to bet in any way on badminton matches, respect the principle of fair
play, and shall not attempt to influence the course or result of a game or match.
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Every person has an obligation to report to the BWF any approaches by anyone
to gather inside information or to change the outcome of a matches.

Note that the Larnaca and Paphos international airports are the only legal
airport points of entry to the Republic of Cyprus and are the only arrival
airports for the tournament.
