Play schedule: All competitors must be prepared to play at the times determined 

for the events for which they have entered.  
Friday, 1st of November from 9:00-21:00 
Saturday, 2nd of November from 9:00-21:00 
Sunday, 3rd of November from 9:00-17:00. 

 
 Only winner and runner up must be present at the prize giving 

ceremony. Players are reminded when booking flights home on 
Sunday that the finals may not finish until 5:00 pm, depending on 
the start time and also that they may be selected for doping testing 
they should therefore book their flights accordingly.

Clothing/Advertising: Festival will be conducted according to the BWF Regulations 19-23 

on advertising and clothing. 
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Condition of play: The tournament will be played in full accordance with the laws of 

Badminton and General Competition Regulations adopted by the 
BWF as well as the regulations of the Badminton Europe Junior 
Circuit Regulations.  
Competitors must be prepared to play at the times quoted in the 
order of play for the events for which they were entered.  
Competitors can be scratched if not ready to play when called. 

  
Badminton Integrity: Section 2.4 of the BWF Statutes (Code on The Prevention of The 

Manipulation of Competitions) relates to anticorruption and anti-
match manipulation, and this code applies to all participants at this 
tournament.  
To protect the integrity of BWF sanctioned tournaments, 
participants are not allowed to bet in any way on badminton 
matches, respect the principle of fair play, and shall not attempt to 
influence the course or result of a game or match.  
Every person has an obligation to report to the BWF any 
approaches by anyone to gather inside information or to change the 
outcome of a matches.
